The fact that Muhammad was a posthumous child may
of course, have been part of the reason for sending him
to wet -nurse. (18)
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Psychology teaches us the inportance of painfull
experiences in the first two or three years of life. The

- absence of a father must have produced a sense of
deprivation in Muhammad, and the real experience of
poverty as a young man may well have nourished the
sense of deprivation.
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There were perlods at which the excitement took the

" shape of a trance or vision. Of these we know but little.
Some Christian writers have connected them with the
symptomsnoticed in his childhood. Such swoons or
reveries are said sometimes to have proceded. The
descent of inspiration even in later life. (21)
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...... At the moment of inspiration.......... anxiety pressed
upon the prophet and his countenance became troubled

sweat dropped from his forehead and he would fall to
the ground as in a trance.
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Epilepsy chronic brain disorder characterized by
repeated convulsion or seizures. The seizures differ with
the type of condition and may consist of loss of
consciousness, convulsive jerking of parts of the body,
emotional explosions, or periods of mental
confrontation (22)
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On some occasions at least there were physical
accompaniments. He would be grippedby a falling of
pain, and in his ears there would be noise like the
reverberation of a bell. Even on a very cold day the
bystanders would see great pearls of sweat of his
. forehead as the revelation descended upon him. Such
accounts led some western critics to suggest hat he had
epilepsy, but there are no real grounds for such a view.
Epilepsy leads to physical and mental degeneration, and
there are no signs of that in Muhammad. On the

contrary he was clearly in full possession of his faculties
to the very end of his life.
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The conviction, however of being inspired of God was
not reached by Mahomet till after protracted trial of
mental throes.
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He grew downcast and fearing possession of thoughts
of destroying himself. (23)
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In the early days, soon after the first revelation, he is
said to have been encouraged to believe in his vocation
by his wife khadijah, and more particularly, by her
cousin Wargah nevertheless, the testimony of a
Christian that the revelations to Muhammad were
similar to those formerly received by Moses must have
greatly strengthened his belief in his vocation. {24)

Indeed nothing-is so remarkable as the faith reposed by

Mahomet in the deity as an ever present and
all-controlling agency. (25)
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To carry on in face of persecution and hostility would
have been impossible for him unless he was fully
persuaded that God had sent him, and the receiving of
revelations was included in his divine mission. (26) k
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So good was the ground, and the propagation so
zealous, the faith spread from house to house and from
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tribe to tribe. The Jews looked on the amazement. The
people whom they had for ages sought in vain to
convert from the errors of polytheism, were now casting
their idols to the moles and bates and professing belief
in only God. The secrete lay in the aptness of the
instrument. It was native and congenial. Judaism,
foreign in its birth, touched no Arab sympathies, Islam,
grafted on the faith and superstitions, the customs and
nationality: of the Arabs, found ready access to their
hearts. (27)
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Muhammad knew of the"Jewish expectation of the
coming messiah. He knew that a prophet in Torah was
promised in that he would the comforter. For him, this

belief in messiah provided a support for his conviction of
his call, but he cannot have intended it. (29)
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Muhammad found it much easier to abolish idolatry
itself, than to eradicate the super Status bigotry with
which they were addicted to that temple,and the sites
performed there, wherefore, after several fruitless trials
to wean them therefore, he thought it best to
compromise the matter, and brother than to frustrte his
whole deisgn, to aliow them to go to pilgrimage and to
direct their prayers thereto. (31)
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Despite this extirpation of idolatry, many old ideas and
practices were stained. (32)
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It is certainly one of the most convincing proofs that
Muhammad ism was no other than a human invention,
that it owed its progress and establishment almost
entirely to the sword; and it is one of the strongest
demonstration of the divine origin of Christianity, that it
prevailed against all the force and powers of the world
by the mere dint of its own truth. (35)
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In case you draw near to the city to fight against it, you

must also announce to it terms of peace. And it must

occur that if it gives a peaceful answer to you and it has

opened up 1o you, it must ever occur that all the people

found in it should become yours for forced lab our, and

they must serve you. But if it does not make peace with

you, and it actually makes war with you and you have to

besiege it, Jehovah your God also will certainly give it in
to your hand, and you must strike every male in it with
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the edge of the sword. (36)
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Then he said to him, But now let the one that has a
purse take it up, likewise also a food pouch ,and let the

one habing no sword sell his outer garment and buy
one. (37)
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Do not think i came to put peace upon the earth | came
to put no peace, but a sword. For | came to cause
division, with a man against his father, and a daughter

against her mother and a young wife against her mother
-in-law. (38)
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Muhammad was now going on to three-score years, but

weakness for the sex seemed only to grow with age, and

the attractions of his increasing harem were in sufficient

to prevent his passion from wandering beyond its ample
limits. (42)
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In case you go out to the battle against your enemies
and Jehova your God has given them into your hand and
you have carried them away captives, and you have seen
amongest the captives a woman beautifull in form
....... taken her for your wife, you must than bring her in
to the midst of yours house. She must now shave her
hed and attend to her mails, and remove the mantle of
her captivity from her and dwell in your house and weep
for her father and mother a hole lunar month; and after

that you shold have relation with her, and you must take
possession of her as your bride, and she must become

your wife.
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In spite of everything that can be said in defence

Muhammad's religious integrity and his loyalty to his

call, his endurance, his liberality, and his generosity, we
are not doing the prophet of Islam an injustice whom
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we conclude that his moral personality doesn't stand
upon the same level with his other endowments and
indeed, not even upbn the same level withhis religious
endowments. (46)
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
