In its result,

the United States of America emerged as the sole super power of the

world. The collapse of USSR removed the major concern of US cold

war foreign policy of containment of Communism.. At the same time

the decade long Iran–Iraq war exhausted the Iranian revolutionaries

and decreased their military capability to a level that they ceased to

pose any serious threat to the US interests in the region.

Consequently South Asia was placed at the less priority areas of the

world in the US foreign policy goals; and resultantly Pakistan lost

its previous importance of being the Cold War ally. The Issue of

Nuclear NonDProliferation became the of priority concern in the US

foreign policy goals. It imposed sanctions against Pakistan. In this

article with this background, the US post cold war policy towards

Pakistan has been discussed.
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
