Ornginal sources of the Sirah contain a large
mumber of traditions (1ziwayaat) and ahadith with regard to
unprecedented spurge of conversion of the Arabs in general
and the Quraysh of Makkah in particular after the great
Treaty of Hudabiyah in 6/628 between the Holy Prophet
and the Oligarchy of the Quraysh and attrbute it to the
conducive atmosphere created by the great Treaty,
illustrating it with the conversion of the three stalwarts of
Makkah, namely, Khalid b. Walid, 'Amr b. al-As and
Uthman b. Talhah who hailed from three mling families: B.
Makhzum, B. Sahm and B. Abd al-Dar and also held three
important posts of the Oligarchy and had international
commercial diplomatic and religio-political contacts. But
these and many other facts were not discussed and
analysed thoroughly by the traditional writers of the Sirah.

This paper attempts to fill in the blank and highlight
the circumstances, motives, factors and far-reaching
consequences of the conversion, hoping to give a fillip to
other scholars to study and examine other instances of
conversions In the period of hudnah (armistic) that
consequently paved the way of the great Concquest of
Makkah.

Exegetical Sources of Shah Waliullah

Shah Walmllah Muhaddith Dehlawi (1114-1176H.)
has tried his pen in all spheres of Islamic knowledge and
learning. One of the important spheres of his contrbutions
15 Qur'anic Exegesis. His important works on this subject
include Al Fauz al Kabir fi Usul al Tafsir, Fath al Khabir
bimalabudda mun Hifzmhi fi Ilm al Tafsiy, Taweel al
Ahaadith fi Rumooz Qisas al Ambiya, Al Mugaddamah fi
Qawaneen al Tarjama, Fath al Rahman bi Tarmuma al
Qur'an, and Hawashi Fath al Rahman. At many places
Shah Walmllah has specifically referred to his sources. He
has also argued with reference to the Qur'an, the Prophet's
Ahadith and the sayings of the Companions. Besides,
Qur'an exegeses like Abul Hasan al Nishapurt's Al-Wajeez,
Zamakhshar's Al Kashshaaf, Tafsir-e-Zahidi,
Tafsir-e-Baizawi, Tafsir-e-Nasfi and Tafsir-e-Jalalain a3
well as Allama Suyutis Al Itqaan fi Uloom al Qut'an had
been under his study, and Shah Walmllah has referred in
his writings to these scholarly exegetical works.

Besides throwing a brief light on the contrbutions
of Shah Walmllah to the Tafsir literature, this article
presents a sketch of his sources of study and provides
necessary information in this regard.

Historical Development of Issuance of Fatwas

Fatwa provides guidance in Islamic affairs. It holds
utmost importance in Muslim society. Fatwas are in fact the
FA
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glimpse of economic, political and social issues of Mushim
society. During the age of the Holy Prophet (peace and
blessings of Allah be to him), huisprudence and Fatwas were
related to his very pemson. If any dispute occurred, his
Companions used to turn to the Holy Prophet. After the Holy
Prophet, the age of the Rightly Guded Caliphs holds
importance with regard to issuance of Fatwas. During this age,
IIma (conmsensus of the Ummah) and Qiyas (analogical
reasoning in which the teachings of the Quran are compared
and contrasted with those of the Hadith) were added to the
basic sources of Fatwa viz. the Qur'an and Sunnah and
quisprudential  principles and rmles were formmlated.
Thereafter comes the age of Tabi'een Taba-al-Tabiee'n.
Among them were some who wsed to 1sue Fatwas during the
time of the Companions as well. They gave it a formal shape
in the light of the jurisprudential thoughts and Fatwas of the
Companions. During this period different jurisprudential sects
came into being. After this period, issuance of Fatwas fell
victim to taqleed (to follow blindly) and jumood (pause) and
the movement of Ijtihad (to derive and deduce religious
opinion) came to a halt. Later many Ulama broke this jumood
and raised a strong voice against taqleed.

A comprehensive book on Fatwas entitled Majalla
al-Ahkaam al-Adliyvah was compiled during the Ottoman
Empire. This is the first codified civil law extracted from
Islamic, especially Hanafi jurisprudence. It bore very lasting
fruits. In the subcontinent issuance of Fatwas formally started
after the 4th century Hijri and many books on Fatwas were
written. Many collections of individual Fatwas were also
published. This article throws light on the historical

development of issuance of Fatwas as well as introduces
books on Fatwas written in the latter period in India.
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
