In the history of Egypt, the 19th century 15 the period
in which Islamic nations were losing their powers in all parts
of the world.

Medical Insurance emerged as a result of costly
medical facilities.

Imam Abu A’mr Abd al-Rahman al-Awzai
(88H.-157H.) 15 one of the towering personalities who have
left great impact on the Islamic thought. Great Ulama have
recognised his academic excellence. He witnessed the 1ise and
the fall of the Umayyad Caliphate as well as the regimes of
first few Caliphs of the Abbasid Caliphate. Thus he
experienced many ups and downs, which gave a fillip to his
thought and vision.

Imam Awzai was the founder of permanent
quisprudential sect. This sect got popularity in Syra and
Andalusia but later on it became extinct. His works also fell
prey to the ravages of times. Only some parts of his book
