Persia, however, [ found at the end of the whole volume certain Odes there
attributed to Imrau'l Qais, though not recognized as his in any other edition
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of his poems which I have seen. In these pieces of doubtful authorshipl
found the verses quoted below 1. Though they contain some obvious
blunders, I think 1t best to give them without correction. The passages
marked with a line above them occur also 1n the Qur'an (Surah LIV., Al
Qamar, 1, 29, 31, 46; Surah XCIII., Adduha’, Surah XXI., Al Anbiya 96;
Surah XXXVII., As Saffat, 59), except that in some of the words there 1s a
slight difference, though the meaning 1s the same. It 1s clear therefore that
there 1s some connexion between these lines and the similar verses of the
Qur'an.
