and in the Light of the Holy Qur'an)

INTRO
"Khalg" and Khulg, they are two different terms. '‘Khalg" which

means ‘Creation - out of nothing to being and being to death and
death to 'Life hereafter death, this is a complete process of
'Khalg' , while the word akhlaq is the plural for the word 'khulg'
which means disposition. "Disposition” is that faculty (malakah) of
the soul which is the source of all those activities that man
performs spontaneously without thinking about them. Malakah is
a property of the soul which comes into existence through
exercise and repetitive practice and is not easily destroyed.
A particular disposition (matakah) may appear in human beings
because of one of the following reasons:
1. Natural and physical make up. 2. Habit.

3. Practice and conscious effort.

Even though the physical make-up of an individual produces
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certain dispositions in him, it is by no means true that man has no
choice in the matter and is absolutely compelled to abide by the
dictates of his physical make-up. On the contrary, since man has
the power to choose, he can overcome the dictates of his
physical nature through practice and effort, and can acquire the
disposition of his choice.

There are two types of nature that exists over all the Universe,
such as; 'Light and Fire, Virtues and Vices, Angels and Satan,
'Jahl (Ignorence) and Iim (Knowledge), etc. So we can state that
the human soul possesses four distinct powers. They are:
1- Power of Intefiect (Angelic) will result in the development of
knowledge, and subsequently wisdom, in a human being.
2-Power of Anger (Ferocious) will result in the emergence of the
faculty of courage, and subsequently forebearance (Hilm).
3-Power of Passion (Animilistics) will result in the development
of the, faculty of chastity, and subsequently generosity.
4-Power of Imagination [al-quwwah al-wahmiyyah or al-'amilah
(Demoniac)] will result in the development of the, faculty of
chastity, and subseqguently generosity.
The thing we should notice now is the purification and right
training of every one of ihese powers will result in the emergence
of a particular faculty in the human being. The moral will/ virtues,
therefore, are: wisdom, courage, chastity, and justice. The
opposite gqualities of these are: ignorance, cowardice,

concupiscence (Lust and gluttony), injustice and tyranny.
There are eight kinds of vices:
1-Stupidity is deficiency of wisdom.

2-Slyness is the excessive use of the intellect.
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3-Cowardice is deficiency of courage.

4-Foolhardiness is the excess of courage.

S-Lethargy is the deficient state for which the point of moderation
is chastity.

6-Rapaciousness is the other extreme in opposition to lethargy;
(that is, excess in sexual activity, eating and drinking, and other
sensual pleasures).

7-Submissiveness is the deficient state for which the point of
moderation is justice.

8-Tyranny is the other extreme in opposition to submissiveness:
that is, oppressing either one's own self or others.
Vice as a reason of Chaos on earth (Chaos theory refers to the
behavicr of certain systems of motion, such as ocean currents or
population growth, to be especially sensitive to tiny changes in
starting conditions that result in drastically different outcomes.
Unlike what it implies colloquially, chaos theory doesn't mean the
world is metaphorically chaotic, nor does it refer to entropy, by
which systems naturally tend toward disorder. Chaos theory
relies on the uncertainty inherent in measurements, the precision
of predictions, and the non-linear behavior of seemingly linear
systems). Chaos based on Polytheism results in disintegration of
the human mind. Disintegration of human mind's people (ldols,
Fathers, Leaders, Buerocrates and Technocrates etc.) have been
showed abnormal / imbalanced thinking and behavior against
Islam (against the Status of Man's) that's why man produces
Selfism' ( Anti-Nature Activity and against Islam). Selfism is totally
war of Personal Benefits. So, we found that human's are still
producing anti Islamic Sharia-e-Quranic approaches exists in
