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"Now there has succeeded them a later gencration who have rumed Prayer
and have followed lusts. But they will mect deception” (19 : 59).

Establishment of Praver is the clear sien of Faith:
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"And if you are in fear, then (Pray) standing or on horscback. And when you

are again in safety, remember Allah” (2 239).

Five obligatory Prayers and their timings:
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"There fore (O Muahammad), bear with what they say, and celebrate the
praises of your Lord before the rising of the sun and before the going down
thereofl.

All five obligatory Prayers must be established at their prescribed timings:

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"Be guardians of Your Pravers, and of the mid-most Praver, and stand up with
devotion to Allah” (2 : 38). '
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"Establish Prayer, pay the welfare-due and bow your heads with those who
bow (in Prayer)” (2 :43, 3: 43). )
