According to the writer a beginner
should start with collecting information, arranging it in
order, giving it a proper shape and finally presenting it in a
suitable language for the work in hand. The knowledge of
past and present helps in the organization of the material.
The researcher should have a critical bend of mind and
aesthetic sense for judging merits and demerits of the work
before pronouncing any judgment, and the style must suit
the subject.
